Statistics

The clothing giveaway was
started in 1992 and has been an
active ministry ever since.

In 2010, we held 9 clothing give-
aways attended by about 150
people in need each time.

Men’s, women'’s, and children’s
regular clothing is available.
Outerwear is also on hand.

The inaugural 2010 community
garden produced hundreds of
vegetables over the growing sea-
son, and served-over 100 fami-
lies.

The food pantry is used on a
weekly basis. An average size
family may take up to 2 large
paper bags of dry goods for free
each week.

The new building will provide
seating for 90 for community
kitchen meals. It will also have
a shower where the homeless
will be able to clean up. The
food pantry will be expanded to
include large freezers for differ-
ent types of food donations.
These items are in addition to
the clothing giveaway storage
area.

We also will use the space as a soup
kitchen, providing monthly meals for the
hungry, as well as healthy lunches during
the summer to Brook Park kids and their
families who are currently on the free/
reduced lunch program.
